During this day, in the afternoon, newspapermen invited will be able to
assist in the judgement of one of the criminals accuseed of having killed
more than one hundred persons. During the following days, all visitors
are absolutely free to assist all the processes to be held.

Friday 23: All visitors will be ab le to assist and to visit the
Military prison: "La Cabafia™ and have an interview with
Revolutionary Column No. 8 named "Ciro Redondo™, and who
is in charge of that place. Vhile in the place you are
invited for a quick lunch by Commander Ernesto Guevara,
and will have a completely freedom as to wisit and to talk
all the criminals now in jail,
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Saturday 24: The visitors are also allowed to" visit the Military prison
of Columbia, now in charge of Camilo Cienfuegos. During
the visit, it will be permittied to chat with the Revolu-
tionary guards men and to visit the prisoners. In the after=-
noon of the same day there will be another visit of similar
characteristics to the jail denominated "Castillo del
Principe".
